At the same time it is characterized by the excessive use of person
markers that is certainly conditioned, on the one hand, by the writer’s wide knowledge in the old Georgian literary
works and on the other hand, by the native Kartlian dialectal hereditary habits.

Mingrealian and Chanuri (Lazurian) are the dialects of the Zanuri (Colchis) language. Their studying and their
subdialect division have a long history.

We consider that, Senakuri-Martvilian must be allocated together with Zugdidian-Samurzakanaulian from the
Mingrealian and Vitsur-Arkabuli, Atinur-Artashenuli and Khofur-Chakhaturi must be allocated from Chanuri
(Lazurian). Phonological, morphological, syntactic and lexical peculiarities make differences between these subdialects.

ON THE ISSUE OF THE SYNTAGM OF NON-ADHERENTS IN THE POSSESSIVE CASE
RESUME

In the Georgian language there are sentences in which substantive attributes are not alike members. In such cases
all the attributes are governed in the possessive case but they do not connect to each other by the coordination and even
do not have the same peculiarities (semantic relations). They are not direct attributes of an antecedent but they are
inter-attributive members. So, we have a cluster of the governed attributes, e.g. universitetis rektoris kandidaturis
dasakhelebis sakitkhis dasma. In the simple sentences containing inter-attributes in the possessive case syntagms are not
separated like in other sentences because they create inter-attributive members as a whole. Thus, we get sections and
not syntagms. It is possible to add the existing rule the following explanation: “a number of pairs in a simple sentence is
one less than a number of the members. If a sentence includes inter-attributive members, they cannot produce
syntagms”.

ARCHAIC FORMS OF SERIES II OF PASSIVE WITH PREFIX IN GEORGIAN DIALECTS
RESUME

In some Georgian dialects - Kartlian, Kakhetian, Fereidanian, Meskhetian, Acharian (mainly in Upper
Acharian) and Glolur speech of Rachian the basic stem of Series II forms of the Passive with a prefix becomes
compound by adding the suffix en(>n)in the plural of a subject. In old Georgian along with the forms of the passive
voice the said suffix occured even in the paradigm of the active voice (this situation have been preserved in
Khevsurian):

man Cuen da-gv-xat-n-a da-v-i-xat-en-i-T- Cuen
Sen Cuenda-gu-xat-en

man Tquen da-g-xat-n-aT da-i-xat-en-i-T Tquen
me Tquen da-g-xat-en-i-T

man igini da-xat-n-a da-i-xat-n-es igini

The presented paradigms have a person in the nominative case in common that in one case is a subject (with
the verbs in the passive voice) while in the second case it is a direct object (with the verbs in the active voice).

Based on the data of the Caucasian mountain languages having the class conjugation we conclude that in old
Georgian the suffix -en/-n is a remain of the ancient class conjugation. In terms of functioning it is excessive in the
system of person markers in old Georgian but it completely follows the ancient principle of expression. The current
situation in the nowaday dialects is a reflection of the said situation.

SPEECH VARIETIES OF THE GEORGIAN JEWS IN DIFFERENT REGIONS OF GEORGIA
RESUME

Although there are too few speech samples of the Jews living in Georgia, the analysis of the available materials
enables us to identify linguistic phenomena generally characteristic to the speech of all Jews living in different parts of
Georgia. They can be called common Jewish phenomena.

Georgia is rich in territorial dialects. So the Jews’ speech was influenced not only by standard Georgian
language but as well by the dialect spoken in the region residents of which they were. Hence, the Jews’ speech was



characterized by geographical differences depending on local dialects they were influenced by: e. g., the influences on
the Jews’ speech varied along the borders of Samegrelo, Adjaria, Samtskhe-Javakheti, Shida Kartli or urban areas.
Therefore, uniquely Jewish linguistic phenomena were supplemented by the elements adopted from local dialects.

In addition, in the Jews’ speech are found some phenomena/elements that can be traced only in the speech of the
Jews living in a certain region but are characteristic neither to local regional dialect nor to the speech of the Jews living
in other regions. These very elements produce speech varieties of the Georgian Jews residing in different parts of
Georgia.

We hereby share the opinion of P. Tskhadaia stating the following: “it is evident that in the names of Colchis origin
with /ava/ ending the first letter /a/ is a part of the stem, the final /a/ is the suffix of the name, while /v/ is an
insertion in the intervocalic position with a certain function. /va/ complex compiled from two morphemes with
different functions is considered to be a complex suffix forming names’ (Tskhadaia, 2000: 22).

In the present work, the Fereydani speech is analyzed and studied according to Zurab Sharashenidze “Fereydani
Georgians”, which was published in 1979. The collected material, written texts, personal views, impressions of
Georgian and foreign travelers give us the opportunity to study the Fereydani speech chronologically and follow certain
changes, that were stipulated by historical, economic, political and cultural situations.

From the materials analyzed by ZurabSharashenidze, the use of particle - (-ke)with the functions of
prepositions - (-gan) (- ) (-dan), - (-ken), and the demonstration of an object`s plurality is interesting. The
phonological and semantic change of the word is a characteristic feature of Fereydani speech, as well as cases of code-
switching, Farsi expressions and specific formation of toponyms. Many Georgian words are proved to be used in
Fereydani speech, whose meaning is either weakened or completely disappeared.

The biography and creative heritage of Egnate Ninoshvili has always been the subject for literary study as in his
life as nowadays. But the epistolary heritage which was first bought in the third volume of the complete collection of his
creative work (publicist letters, documents and materials)in 1935 by professor Simon Khundadze, is a kind of
bibliographic rarity. That is why their renovation and presenting declares interesting details and facts from the point of
studying the writer’s relations with the writers and public figures of his epoch.



In the presented article our attention is drawn to 2 letters of Egnate Ninoshvili to Iakob Gogebashvili (letters
dating February 12 and March of 1894) in which Iakob Gogebashvili’s attention and taking care of a gifted writer is
clearly shown. E. Ninoshvili’s evaluation and gratitude is shown as well.

I. Gogebashvili’s attitude to E. Ninoshvili is shown in his letter about Egnate Ninoshvili (A Sample of Trace of
the Truth) which first was published in “The Iveria” #187 in 1894. Here he directly and with deep regret points how
Ninoshvili asked him before his death to take care of publication of his creative work. The mentioned point comes from
the content of above mentioned letters and clarifies one of the merits of the outstanding teacher and public figure, Iakob
Gogebashvili, which is forgotten at present. From this point in our article we presented deep analysis of 2 letters by E.
Ninoshvili.

PROFESSIONAL WRITER - JACOB GOGEBASHVILI
RESUME

Who should be treated as a professional writer? What does it mean, writing as a profession? Where is the
beginning of professionalization of writing, origin? Who are our professional writers, is Jacob Gogebashvili among
them? - That is a modest attempt to answer just on these questions. The term "Professional writer", may be understood
with dubious definition, narrow and broad. Under broad definition, professional is all known writers. To the best of
your knowledge Georgian literature has a centuries-old tradition and all writers , from the very first monument (author)
up to now, whose creation have remained in our literature and culture are regarded as a professional. Writing
professionalization have its source in Europe, a while later (in particular, XIX century) in Russia and Georgia .

Writing, as a profession, means three essential things: 1. Writing must be a "call" for author. 2. Financially stable
activity and the main metaphysical possibility. 3. Must evidence author’s pointed regard to word and sense of
responsibility before readers as a critic.

Taking into account this three things, in my opinion, Solomon Dodashvili should be considered as a first
professional writer in Georgia.

The study revealed, that among others, Jacob Gogebashvili appears the professional writer.
Apparently, writing is a calling for Gogebashvili. His children's stories , historical novels written on the

historical subject, textbooks enjoy great popularity among people.
Besides, after youth period Gogebashvili’s work was not official and his only source of income was fee. And

third, Gogebashvili had close relation with the press. As a critic, he is sensible of responsibility to the reader. Ilia
Chavchavadze trusted only him writing of advanced articles in the "Iveria".

As we can see, according to all three definition Jacob Gogebashvili is a true professional writer.

The article analyses genre reflection of an ancient Georgian literary criticism by the works of the outstanding

Georgian critics, writers and scholars: Ivane Javakhishvili, Grigol Robaqidze, Konstantine Gamsakhurdia, Revaz
Baramidze, Revaz Siradze, Griver Parulava, Soso Sigua, Sargis Tsaishvili, Jansugh Ghvinjilia.

Number of researchers were interested in the issue of genre peculiarities of an ancient Georgian literature (5th-
11th centuries) through the prism of novel, story, short-story narrative structures and constructions.

The central problem studied in the article is the issue of so called “poetic(al) prose” – poetic(al) nature as a main
peculiarity of an ancient Georgian narrative.
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THE SUPPORTER OF GEORGIAN LANGUAGE AND THOUGHT
RESUME

Each person’s step is a history which continues its life even after their death and lasts according to how well they
served the needs of their country. In this respect we would like to present the life and creative work of an emigrant
Nikoloz-Janezi (Nikoloz Janelidze).

During the World Was II, he was taken hostage and stayed in Germany, far from Stalin’s repressions. For 50
years he served the destroyed German nation to help it in its spiritual revival, to develop and strengthen the cultural
links between Georgia and Germany.

In itzehoe he founded the publishing house “Sakartvelo” where he regularly published German translations of
the best works of Georgian writing.

The first book translated into German was “Die Apostolin Nino” which was published in 1961. In 1970,
“Sakartvelo” published “The Georgian Cuisine”, translated by Lili Papegegelashvili, Ulrich Papes and Nikoloz-Janezi.

His creative list includes: the German translation of “Georgian Tales” published in “Sakartvelo” in 1974,
Georgian short stories: Vazha-Pshavela’s “The story of the roebuck”, “Nature”, passages from Ilia Chavchavadze’s
“The hermit”, “The Hunter” published in 1976; in 1983 – “DedaEna” and in 1984 – a short prosaic version of “The
Knight in the Panther’s Skin” in German and other.

He was the first Georgian whose great contribution was awarded a medal of Albert Schweizer in 1983.
We can certainly say that Nikoloz Janelidze belonged to the group of Georgian creative people who devoted

their lives and creative work to their nation.

PICARESQUE – GENESIS, EVOLUTION AND GENRE PECULIARITIES
RESUME

The existing literature on picaresque genre is quite impressive, which is proved by the scientific research in
national and western academic studies. The above-mentioned fact is conditioned by the assimilation of picaresque
genre; by presenting the genre in western, Asian and Latin American literary paradigms. Currently, American scientist
A. Blackburn works on importance of this topic and describes it as ultra-national and ultra-important, and calls the
entire western world a picaresque world.

Current article deals with the genesis, evolution and genre specificities on picaresque. Term genero picaresco is
originated from the Spanish word el picaro and it function with national substitutes in various languages: in Georgian
literature , in Russian literature плутовской роман, in Ukrainian literature - шахрайській or
крутійській novel, in German literature - shelmenroman, in English - romance of roguery, in Dutch - betreffende
schelmen and etc. However, definition of picaresque does not include only the genre of novel; in the world literature we
experience various forms of picaresque writings such as picaresque story, narrative picaresque and novel picaresque (all
the mentioned forms are the early historical genres of picaresque writing). As according to the traditions, narrative
picaresque and novel picaresque genres describes the story of the main hero of the story (from birth “till now”),
therefore in such forms of the genre we witness rich life, historical and geographical materials and that is why it is quite
large in volume. With regards to the narrative picaresque, they are presented as long biographical fragments and as
usual, they consist information about particular descriptions of the adventures of the main hero.

In post-soviet Georgian literature picaresque novel became an important genre, which totally mirrored the period
of “initial gathering”. The artistic methods of the picaresque literature genre are in high demand in other genres of art
such as: cinema and television… Modern picaresque writers genre thought, was developed as a result of the changes in
the thinking of the people, which is characterized with the adventurous capabilities and with the poetic world vision of
the people, with the optimistic aspiration with the “new reality”. Therefore, hero adventurer officially gained a positive
feedback from the society in post soviet period. As we see, the typology and characterization of picaresque of the
beginning of the past century and the end of the past century is different and from our point of view it is the subject of
future research.

Live impressions, inner tragedy and latent
conflicts, eternal chaotic history, attendant, tired reflection of dreams, by which he is related to Shota Chantladze.

FROM THE INTERPRETATIONS OF RUSTAVELI’S ROMANCE THEORY
RESUME

In the prologue of the Knight in the Tiger’s Skin Rustaveli intentionally represented the romance theory in
parallel with the poetry theory. He attracted reader’s attention to the holy or mystical love and the earthly, physical lust.
He separated from each other the innocent, sacred and moral love equaled to divine love and erotic, immoral lust.

The verse in the prologue – “I speak of the romance the first and the tribe of the highest families” – has become
the subject to diverse discussion in the scientific literature. “The romance first” means the Lord, divine love, while the
terms “romance first” and “the tribe” must be considered as synonyms and “the highest families” must be perceived as
angels. Identification of the sense of Plato’s philosophical terms (“tribe”, “family”) with them would be contradictory.
It takes away the basis from Rustaveli’s Biblical-Christian worldview in relation to the creation of the universe and
mankind.

After speaking about the divine love in the prologue Rustaveli offers readers the comprehensive vision of the
moral and physical values of the ideal lover. He accordingly describes the followers of eroticism. The concept that the
mixture of medieval and renaissance epochs both in Dante’s and Rustaveli’s creations has most apparently been
revealed in the perception of love, must also be considered.

THE METHODOLOGICAL TEACHING OF IAKOB GOGEBASHVILI
(INTRODUCTION OF A SCHOOL-BOOK “BUNEBIS KARI”)

RESUME

Composing school-books requires to create and follow well-determined standards and methodological principles.
The great Georgian teacher - Iakob Gogebashvili (1840-1912) prefaced an important introduction to the 21-th edition
(1912) of his school-book in natural studies named “Bunebis Kari” (“The door to nature”). The assay reviews
Gogebashvili’s prediction, in which he writes about the structure of his book, its materials and teaching methods. The
main goal of the author is to bring up a “worthy person” and “eager patriot”. The book is composed according to the
following principles:

 The material of natural studies must be attractive and interesting for the children (at the III and IV years of
study), thus, Gogebashvili chooses the vivid life examples – the relationship of plants and animals, animals and human
(instead of "dry" method of their classification).

 Iakob Gogebashvili chose the best (classical) scientific sources
 He introduced the way of telling stories to make easier the process of understanding the book.
In 1960 at the world exhibition contest of alphabet teaching textbooks held in Caracas, Venezuela, the textbook

composed by Iakob Gogebashvili was awarded the first prize. Without any exaggeration, it can be said that the author of
"Dedaena" (the alphabet teaching textbook) and "Bunebis Kari" is a founder of classical Georgian primary school
methodology.

ИГРА  КАК  МЕТОД  ОБУЧЕНИЯ  РУССКОМУ  ЯЗЫКУ  КАК  ИНОСТРАННОМУ

В 2015 году по инициативе Министерства образования Грузии "Дом учителя" провел 18-часовой тренинг
по методике обучения РКИ, посвященный  современным методам изучения русского языка как иностранного.
Особое внимание тренеры уделили методу лингвистической игры, разнообразию её использования (на
занятиях, при проведении мероприятий, конкурсов, проектов). В ходе дискуссий педагогами – практиками
было отмечено, что несмотря на то, что технология игрового обучения достаточно изучена, в практике
обучения ИЯ  игровой метод используется не достаточно активно и проблема использования игровых
технологий в практике рассматривается как актуальная, требующая анализа.

Цель нашей статьи – выделить организационно- структурные  принципы  игровых заданий, их
обучающие  возможности и  функции.

Лингвистической обучающей игрой мы называем вид учебной деятельности, предназначенный
стимулировать и поддерживать интерес учащихся к предмету, что позволяет им практиковаться в слушании
или говорении в целях обучения языку в атмосфере радости и оживления. Обучающая игра имеет  три  главные
характеристики:

1) цель (выигрыш);
2) набор критериев для определения победителей и проигравших (соревнование);
3) правила, которые управляют действиями игроков. Обучающие цели таких игр заключаются в развитии

и закреплении навыков устной (письменной) речи, на основе повторения, тренировки моделей, подлежащих
овладению учащимися.

Подобные игры являются ситуативно-вариативными упражнениями, где создается возможность для
многократного повторения речевого образца в условиях, максимально приближенных к реальному речевому
общению с присущими ему признаками - эмоциональностью, спонтанностью, целенаправленностью речевого
воздействия».

В итоге, чем увлекательней и интересней лексические задания, тем лучше они запоминаются; изучаемый
материал «приклеивается» и у учащихся появляется чувство определенного достижения, стимулирующие
мотивацию к дальнейшему обучению. Это актуально как для начинающих учащихся детского возраста, так и
для учеников постарше. Этот процесс вызывает позитивное отношение к изучению русского языка, что
является одним из самых важных задач преподавателя.

Современная методика обучения неродному языку ориентирована на реализацию практической цели
обучения («научить ученика общаться») с опорой на коммуникативно-деятельностный подход к обучению,
предусматривающий максимально возможный учет личности участников обучения.

Психологические особенности младших школьников дают им преимущества при изучении иностранного
языка. Дети 7-10 лет впитывают ИЯ как губка опосредованно и подсознательно. Они понимают ситуацию
быстрее, чем высказывание на иностранном языке по данной теме. Объем внимания и время сосредоточенности



очень коротко, но с возрастом они увеличиваются. У младших школьников хорошо развита долговременная
память.

Игра – это уникальный феномен общечеловеческой культуры, ее исток и вершина. Ни в одном из видов
своей деятельности человек не демонстрирует такого самозабвения, обнажения своих психофизиологических и
интеллектуальных ресурсов, как в игре. Именно поэтому она взята на вооружение в системе профессиональной
подготовки людей, именно поэтому игра расширяет свои принципы, вторгаясь в ранее непредсказуемые сферы
человеческой жизни. Игра обучает, воспитывает, развивает, социализирует, развлекает, дает отдых, не внося в
содержание досуга бесконечные сюжеты и темы жизни и деятельности человека, сохраняя при этом
самоценность. В игре выявляется характер обучаемого, его взгляды на жизнь, его идеалы. Сами того не
осознавая, учащиеся в процессе игры приближаются к решению сложных жизненных проблем. Игру  можно
применять на любом этапе, как с начинающими, так и с владеющими материалом на достаточно хорошем
уровне и с любыми возрастными  категориями  учащихся. Главной задачей  учителя со своей стороны
заинтересовать детей предметом, возбудить в них желание работать,  игра же является хорошей мотивацией
интереса.

Учитывая тот факт, что интерес является лучшим стимулом к обучению, необходимо стараться
использовать каждую возможность, чтобы разгрузить ученика посредством игровой деятельности в процессе
обучения языку.

С точки зрения Г.А.Чесновицкой, методика обучения иностранному языку  на раннем этапе базируется
на четырех видах работы:  игре, музыке, движении  и  наглядности. Они влияют на качество обучения,
помогают добиться лучших результатов  при  взаимодействии между  собой. Поскольку у  детей игровая
деятельность  является  ведущей, обучение  языку, в частности лексике, должно основываться на большом
количестве разнообразных игр. Изучением данного вопроса занимались лингвисты Н.В. Имедадзе, Н.
Павлович, Н.В. Агурова и др. Эти авторы видят основу усиленного обучения младших школьников
иностранным языком именно в специфике психофизиологических возможностей детей.

Другого взгляда придерживаются Л.Б. Беккер, С.И. Гоздецкая, Е.И. Матецкая, которые пытаются создать
языковую среду с самого начала обучения, рекомендуют занятия по иностранному языку с 6-летними детьми
проводить только иностранным языком, и на помощь к родному языку обращаться только в исключительных
случаях. Более того, они считают, что преподаватель вообще не должен разговаривать с детьми родным
языком, преподавая иностранный. У детей может сложиться мнение, что учитель не понимает их языка. Эти
авторы предлагают проводить уроки по рисованию, пению, физкультуры на иностранном языке. Е.И. Матецкая
считает, что проведение занятий по рисованию иностранным языком открывает еще одну возможность
обучения детей, используя обобщение и сами действия детей.

Анализ учебно-методической литературы по вопросам игрового обучения русскому языку показал, что
игры группируются по цели использования (лексика, грамматика, перевод, страноведение), по функциональной
значимости (речевые навыки и умения), по сюжетной линии (инструментальные игры, ролевые игры, деловые
игры и так далее). Порою в пособиях заметно расхождение между содержанием игры и её авторской
классификацией, что приводит к заключению, что игровые задания четче определяются по внутреннему
организационному механизму.

Проведенный нами анализ научно-методической литературы об использовании игровых приемов в
обучении, позволил разделить игровые задания на две основные группы:

1. игры соревновательного характера, содержащие организационные установки и правила для
достижения успеха, величина которого определяется по количественным критериям (кто больше, кто быстрее,
кто правильнее, с наименьшим количеством ошибок выполнит задание), а также по качественным критериям
(кто, точнее, кто оригинальнее, кто интереснее, кто разнообразнее и тому подобное построит речевое
высказывание). Внутри этого типа игр можно выделить различные виды и подвиды в зависимости от
обучающих целей задания, языкового наполнения, используемого реквизита, содержания и характера действий,
что мы, однако, считаем вторичными признаками, учитываемыми лишь в частных группировках;

2. задания, в которых «проигрываются» различные ситуации. К этой группе мы относим: моделирование
– проигрывание от своего имени ситуаций бытового или условного характера. (В зарубежной методике в
рамках моделирования различают социодраму - исследование какого-либо события, случая, и психодраму,
имеющую психотерапевтическую направленность.); ролевое исполнение проблемной ситуации бытового или
условного характера с заранее заданными параметрами речевых действий; драматизацию – действие по
готовому сценарию познавательного характера предполагают формы естественной деятельности, основанной
на мотивах инстинктивного поведения и рефлексивного усвоения языковых форм и правил. Игры второй
группы требуют исполнения ситуаций в опоре на воображение, социальный и эмоциональный опыт, фоновые
знания участников.

Игры можно разделить на несколько видов;
 организационно-деятельные игры, предусматривающие организацию коллективной

мыследеятельности на основе развертывания содержания обучения в виде системы проблемных ситуаций и
взаимодействия всех субъектов обучения в процессе их анализа. Задача  руководителя «сплотить» группу  при
условии сохранения личной позиции каждого. Ролевые игры, которые характеризуются наличием задачи или
проблемы и распределением ролей между участниками ее решения;



 деловые игры, представляющие собой имитационное моделирование реальных механизмов и
процессов. Это форма воссоздания предметного и социального содержания, какой-либо реальной деятельности
(профессиональной, социальной и т. д.), необходимые знания усваиваются участниками игры в реальном для
них процессе информационного обеспечения игровых действий, формировании действенного образа той или
иной реальной ситуации;

 познавательно-дидактические игры, в которых создаются ситуации характеризующиеся включением
изучаемого в необычный игровой контекст. Следует различать дидактические игры, построенные на внешней
занимательности, и игры, требующие действий, которые входят в состав деятельности подлежащей усвоению;

Среди обучающих игр особое внимание уделяется ролевой игре, поскольку она в значительной степени
определяет выбор языков средств, способствует развитию речевых навыков и умений, позволяет моделировать
общение учащихся в различных речевых ситуациях. Другими словами, ролевая игра представляет собой
упражнение для овладения навыками и умениями в условиях межличностного общения. В этом плане ролевая
игра обеспечивает обучающую функцию. В ролевых играх воспитываются сознательная дисциплина,
трудолюбие, взаимопомощь, активность, готовность включаться в разные виды деятельности,
самостоятельность, умение отстоять свою точку зрения, проявит инициативу, найти оптимальное решение в
определенных условиях, то есть можно говорить о воспитательной функции ролевой игры.

Большинство зарубежных учебников для учеников младшего возраста содержат дополнительный набор
игр, помимо традиционных упражнений. Наиболее распространенные игры основываются на вопросах и
ответах. Главная цель – ребенок должен правильно понять вопрос. Таким образом, ролевая игра выполняет в
учебном процессе по иностранному языку следующие функции: мотивационно-побудительную,
воспитательную, ориентирующую и компенсаторную. Успешность обучения во многом зависит от того, как
реализуются эти функции в учебном процессе.

Ролевая  игра обладает большими обучающими возможностями:
• ролевую игру можно рассматривать как самую точную модель общения, так как она подражает

действительности в самых существенных чертах и в ней, как и в жизни переплетается речевое и
неречевое поведение партнеров;

• ролевая игра обладает большими возможностями мотивационно-побудительного плана;
• ролевая игра предполагает усиление личностной сопричастности ко всему происходящему. Ученик

входит в ситуацию, хотя и не через собственное «Я», но через «Я» соответствующей роли и проявляет
большую заинтересованность к персонажу, которого он играет;

• ролевая игра способствует расширению ассоциативной базы при усвоении языкового материала, так
как учебная ситуация строится по типу театральных пьес, что предполагает описание обстановки,
характера действующих лиц и отношений между ними. За каждой репликой мыслится отрезок
смоделированной действительности;

• ролевая игра способствует формированию учебного сотрудничества и партнерства. Ведь ее
исполнение предполагает охват группы учащихся, которые должны слаженно взаимодействовать,
точно учитывая реакции товарищей, помогать друг другу. При этом удачно найденный жест, немое
действие, если оно соответствует ситуации, поощряется всей группой. В результате учащимся с более
слабой подготовкой удается преодолеть робость, смущение и со временем полностью включиться в
ролевую игру;

• ролевая игра имеет образовательное значение. Учащиеся, хотя и в элементарной форме, знакомятся с
технологией театра. Учитель должен побуждать их заботиться о простом реквизите. Поощряется всякая
выдумка, так как в учебных условиях возможности в этом отношении ограничены, а для
изобретательности открываются новые просторы.

В процессе исследования нами выявлены преимущества и недостатки использования ролевой игры при
обучении иностранному языку.

Преимущества использования ролевой игры:
 максимальная активность обучаемых. Все учащиеся принимают участие в игре, тесно взаимодействуя

между собой, что способствует созданию благоприятного климата в межличностных отношениях между
учащимися и учителем: коллективная творческая деятельность;

 речевые партнеры определяются в игре не только по желанию преподавателя, но и произвольно;
 учащиеся имеют возможность меняться ролями, что позволяет использовать языковой материал в

более полном объеме, совершенствовать навыки и умения в общении на языке;
 на уроке царит атмосфера интереса и дисциплины: умственная и физическая активность;

сосредоточенность и интерес.
Недостатки использования ролевой игры:
 до сих пор не существует разработанных комплексов упражнений, которые бы четко определяли:
 целевое назначение игр;
 их количество и качество;
 использование ролевой игры в процессе обучения иностранному языку нецеленаправленно и

бессистемно;
 игра используется в основном как развлекательный момент на уроке.



Вышеизложенное позволяет сделать следующие выводы: игра- универсальное средство, помогающее
учителю превратить достаточно сложный процесс обучения в увлекательное и любимое учащимися занятие;
позволяет вовлечь в учебный процесс даже слабого ученика, так как в ней проявляются не только знания, но и
сообразительность и находчивость; чувство равенства, атмосфера увлеченности и радости, ощущение
посильности задания – все это дает возможность обучающимся свободно высказываться на чужом языке.
